Wine description
Aloxe-Corton is located at the northern end of the Côte de Beaune and is
a neighbouring village to Pernand Vergelesses and Ladoix. It has been
the home of the Latour family and the heart of Domaine Louis Latour for
centuries. This wine has an inviting, warm red colour which leads to an
earthy, spicy well-structured palate which mellows beautifully with age.

Tasting note
This wine is ruby red in colour. It reveals a delicate nose of mainly cherry
and a touch of oak. It is supple and rounded on tasting with mellow
tannins.
