Tasting note
A deeply coloured red with restrained aromas of hedgerow berries and
wild herbs. The palate is fresh and light-bodied with concentrated yet light
dark berry fruits and a hint of redcurrant. The finish is rounded and
mineral with a pleasing freshness.
